 Cashier Duties and Responsibilities: 

• Greet customers coming into and exiting the ReStore 

• Complete opening and closing procedures, including picking up and dropping off deposits. 

• Sign in/Out volunteers 

• Operates cash register and credit card device for customers’ purchases accurately. 

• Answer incoming phone calls, takes messages and directs calls.  

• Schedule donation drop offs and pickups 

• Responsible for accurate money transactions. Closes out register and fills out forms accurately. 

• Ensures customer’s purchasing items with warranty and/or items being held for pick up are given 

accurate information and paperwork. 

• Will price materials following guidelines set by store management. 

• Excellent communication skills and willingness to complete training and work with team to increase 

customer satisfaction and sales.  We emphasize that applicant must be able to work with co-workers, 

volunteers, and management in a positive team atmosphere. 

• Become knowledgeable on ReStore Operations, Prices, etc. in order to assist customers.
