• Utilize customer service skills to create a welcoming, opening shopping experience for all customers.  

• Utilize basic writing and mathematical skills to complete correspondence, instructions, calculate 

percentages and correctly use a measuring tape. 

• Able to work outdoors (in all seasons) processing donations (may be dirty as used building materials) 

• Will assist staff and volunteers with moving donations and purchases in/out of vehicles and the store 

facility. 

• Will identify and communicate to store management any needs for processing donations more 

efficiently and safely. 

• Help keep the warehouse clean and organized while processing and receiving donations. 

• Assist with cleaning, pricing, and stocking donations after completing warehouse training. 

• Maintain store departments in a clean, orderly, and well-organized fashion, while assuring all product is 

priced and correctly labeled.  

• Will provide tasks, training and supervision to volunteers & community service workers.
